NO OPEN SESSION-AS NO VISITORS ATTENDED THE MEETING 

GENERAL MANAGER'S REPORT by Maureen K:
Maureen K submitted to the Board reports on visitors to FVTV, new shows submitted to FVTV, Hours of programming submitted to CVTV every 2 weeks, new producers signed up at FVTV and classes given at FVTV and attendance reports for each class.

Maureen K also submitted a report on money collected over the last 2 months which was reconciled with the bank deposits.

Kelly S. thanked Maureen K for submitting these non-economic and economic indicator reports
FINANCE REPORT by Troy P.

Troy P reported that he has not gotten any quotes for D and O insurance.

Troy P. also said that a motion must be brought and passed before his accounting firm can be engaged.

Mike P made a motion to engage Troy P’s firm and Ken Mc seconded the motion.  A vote was held and all members voted in favor of the motion except Troy P who abstained.

Troy P. will charge FVTV $3000 to do the tax filings and the 501 (c) (3) tax exempt filings.

TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE REPORT by Mike P:  Mike P gives over his 5 minutes to James O’s proposal.  

EQUIPMENT COMMITTEE by James O
James submitted a written proposal for a position to for operation development of FVTV.  That proposal is attached to these minutes as an addendum.

James states that FVTV can no longer rely solely on volunteers.  
Mike P asked, “Do we have the money?”

Ron C said, “This is eight thousand dollars of unbudgeted expenditure.”

James O said that through the inventory sale we should raise between seventeen and twenty-five thousand dollars.

Ron C said we must raise a certain amount of money in the sale in order to take on this contract.

James O said he would take a sabbatical from the board during the period of the contract.

Troy P., Ron C, and Mike P agreed that $1000 a month for 5 months seemed reasonable for this job.

Troy P said that not budgeting for this was the board’s mistake and he agrees that James O should do this job.

John B said that many things that James O proposes are necessary for FVTV to move forward, including playback.

It is agreed that the Grand Opening and the sale will be Oct 7 and 8th.
Mike P asked in the future how much should this work cost?  James O said it would cost between $500 and $1500 per month.

Ron C. proposes that James O’s proposal be accepted and that James O should receive two-thousand and five-hundred dollars for August 1, 2011 through October 15, 2011, including retroactive pay and that James O should take a sabbatical from the board.  This motion is seconded and voted on.  James O abstains and all other board members present vote in favor and the motion passes.

All other business is tabled until the next meeting.
